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Expanded Summary 
 
Question 11 - What is missing from your preferred concept? 
 
A substantial portion of respondents indicated that nothing is missing from their preferred concept, 
suggesting broad satisfaction with the conceptual alternatives and overall direction. 
 
Among respondents who identified gaps or desired additions, feedback clustered strongly around a few 
consistent themes: 
 

• Pickleball courts were the most frequently cited missing element. Many respondents emphasized 
unmet demand for free, dedicated pickleball facilities, often recommending that pickleball 
replace or be prioritized over additional tennis courts. Requests commonly included lighting, 
permanent nets, and multiple courts to support concurrent play. 

• Volleyball accommodation emerged as another major theme. Numerous comments highlighted 
Las Palmas Park as a well established hub for grass volleyball, with large recurring user groups 
and high weekly participation. Respondents requested preservation of open, flexible turf areas, 
space for multiple volleyball courts, and in some cases the addition of sand volleyball facilities. 

• Field lighting was widely requested to extend usability into evenings and winter months. Several 
respondents specifically noted missing lighting in certain concepts and stressed its importance for 
year-round recreation. 

• Restroom needs were also recurrent, including requests for new restrooms, renovated existing 
facilities, and better distribution throughout the park. 

• Shade structures were frequently identified as missing, particularly over picnic areas, 
playgrounds, the dog park, and along walking paths. Shade was framed as a basic comfort and 
usability issue. 

 
Additional but less frequent themes included: 
 

• Mixed opinions on water features, with some requesting expanded water play for children and 
others advocating for reduced or removed pond areas due to maintenance, safety, or water 
conservation concerns. 

• Dog park improvements, such as better surfacing, shade, drainage, lighting, and water access. 

• A desire to preserve open space, natural character, and passive recreation, with concern that 
increased organized sports could shift the park toward a sports complex feel. 

• Parking, access, and safety considerations, including additional parking, bike amenities, lighting, 
and better circulation. 
 

Overall, the feedback indicates that while the preferred concepts are largely supported, respondents 
clearly identified unmet demand for pickleball, a strong desire to maintain existing volleyball use, and the 
need for lighting, shade, and basic amenities (restroom and picnic furniture) alongside a consistent call to 
balance organized recreation with flexible open space and the park’s neighborhood character. 
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Question 12 - Do you have any additional comments or questions regarding Las Palmas Park?  
 
Top community priorities & concerns (most mentions):  
 

• Keep/expand open lawn & flexible use (especially for volleyball)  
Strong, recurring emphasis on preserving large, unstriped, multi-use turf for ad-hoc play: grass 
volleyball (weekday & weekend meetups), frisbee, family picnics, etc. Opposition to converting 
most of the lawn to fixed/specialized facilities that would limit flexible use.  

• Tennis courts (add vs. oppose) 
Many oppose adding new tennis courts due to proximity to the existing tennis center and 
potential noise/light spill; a smaller subset requests more tennis. Several ask to avoid dedicating 
lawn to courts or to address access/affordability at the adjacent facility instead.  

• Pickleball courts (free/public) 
Community split: Pro = build free public courts (not pay to use), Con = noise concerns in a 
residential setting. Several note the City has no free courts today and suggest reprogramming 
nearby tennis resources rather than consuming lawn.  

• Pond size or removal (mixed views) 
Many want the pond reduced or removed (drought, maintenance, safety with kids, unusable 
footprint); others value its identity, reflections, wildlife, and prefer to keep it large. Several 
suggest converting the space plus activating edges/terraces if it stays.  

• Trees, shade & native planting 
Preserve mature trees, add canopy shade (especially near play/picnic), increase native/low-water 
planting; mention of protecting the parrots (redwood habitat).  

• Cricket field (support vs. oppose) 
Support stresses fast-growing popularity and community building; opposition argues the 
footprint and ball -flight would restrict simultaneous multi-use (especially grass volleyball) and 
make shared use difficult/safety sensitive.  

• Parking, traffic & access 
Perceived parking shortages on busy days; specific notes on Russet Dr., Spinosa Dr., Hyde Park 
Dr.; requests for targeted on-street adjustments and caution about generating destination traffic.  

• Field lighting (for/against)  
Pro for winter/evening youth play; against for light pollution, noise, and neighborhood impacts. 
Pathway lighting gains more agreement than sports lighting.  

• Field grading/turf (natural vs. artificial) 
Frequent asks to regrade/flatten and improve turf quality; a few requests to keep the park’s 
unique undulating hills. Some propose artificial turf for durability; others stress keeping natural 
grass and avoiding fencing.  

• Water play/splash pad (keep/update/remove) 
High family appeal: keep/update the iconic rock slide water play, yet a minority prefers 
eliminating water features (maintenance and drought concerns).  

• Restrooms & hygiene upgrades  
Requests for cleaner, expanded restrooms (including on the picnic side).  

• Pump track & hammocks (mixed) 
Some enthusiasm for a pump track; others fear noise/loitering. Hammocks draw 
safety/cleanliness concerns from a few.  
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Additional but notable threads: 
 

• Dog park improvements & leash compliance: More shade, seating, lights, water fountain; clearer 
on-leash signage in the broader park.  

• Pathway lighting: Support for low-glare, dark sky compliant fixtures on walking paths.  
• Safety around pond/play areas: Concern about falls near hard edges/water; desire to separate 

kids’ play from water hazards.  
• ADA & accessibility: Callouts to improve ADA routes.  
• Program/operations stance: Avoid club tournaments and lights that draw large non-resident 

crowds.  
• Softball/baseball amenities: Requests for batting cage and a new softball equipment shed.  
• Bike/pedestrian connectivity & bike parking: Better/safer Crawford Dr. connection (bikeable); 

more bike racks by playgrounds.  
• Process: Critique of survey design (forced-choice).  
• Construction: ask for phased construction and better schedule communication. 

 

Questions Raised by Respondents  
 
Trees & Ecology 

• Will any existing trees be cut down in any of the options? 
o The current goal is to maintain all healthy trees where possible. During the detailed 

design phase, tree removals will be studied further on case-by-case basis. 
• Will the pond be kept full year-round? 

o There is no determination at this point on whether the pond will be filled year-round.  
Fields & Design Details 

• Please comment on the grading of the athletic fields. Will the current uneven grading be 
addressed during refurbishment? 

o A portion of the field will be leveled to accommodate sports programming, improve 
drainage and irrigation while other areas will remain hilly. As construction plans are 
developed, the topography of the park will be evaluated to balance sports and open 
space needs.  

• Are sports fields going to be rented out to soccer leagues (impacting longstanding pickup groups 
like ultimate frisbee or volleyball)?  

o The field will be available for reservations. During times of no reservation, the field is 
open for anyone to use.  

• Why do we need three soccer fields in all the options? Open space is preferable so it can be free 
to use for a variety of activities. 

o Soccer fields are drawn on all options only to show the available space. The field will not 
be permanently striped for soccer.  

• Is the cricket pitch a must have for this project? 
o The Athletic Facilities Needs Assessment evaluated the support of adding cricket facilities 

at multiple parks throughout the City. Las Palmas received the most support for cricket 
and was recommended for implementation. Interest for cricket is still being gauged as 
the concept designs are being developed.

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• Why was pickleball left out of all three concepts? Will the City gauge specific interest in free 
courts?  

o The Athletic Facilities Needs Assessment evaluated the preference for striping of 
pickleball only, tennis only, or shared use at multiple parks throughout the City. The 
community’s top preference for Las Palmas was tennis only. The City will be doing 
outreach to determine locations to restripe existing tennis or basketball courts for 
pickleball as a part of a separate project.  

• Could you elaborate on what ‘picnic site upgrades’ include?  
o Picnic area upgrades include replacement of picnic tables and grills. The quantity will 

match or exceed the existing picnic area amenities. 
Access, Circulation & Parking 

• Will the Crawford Dr. connection be fully bikeable?  
o Yes, the Crawford Dr. connection will be accessible to pedestrian and bicyclist only, not 

cars. 
• The lack of parking has been a severe issue, often limiting the ability to use the park, can the ‘no 

parking’ signs on Russet Dr. be reevaluated?  
o A parking study will not be conducted as a part of this park renovation project. It can be 

done as part of a separate project by the City’s Transportation and Traffic team if there is 
interest from the community.  

Lighting 
• Will pathway lighting be dark sky compliant?  

o Pathway lighting will comply with state laws and City standards.
